You do NOT need to apply for Coronavirus vaccine.

You do NOT have to pay for Coronavirus vaccine.

Coronavirus vaccine is FREE.

You do NOT need to share your card PIN or card number with those
offering Coronavirus vaccine.

You do NOT need to share your bank password or details with those
offering Coronavirus vaccine.

No one from the NHS will come to your home to give you Coronavirus
vaccine without talking to you first.

You can tell your family, carer or the Police.
