Who will support me?
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	Olivia is the project co-ordinator.

She will be the Travel Trainers line manager.









What do you have to do with this job?
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	The trainer is paired with a trainee. The coordinator or one of the project workers introduces them and joins them for their first few trips.
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	The trainer works with the trainee until they are confident travelling on their own.







What do you need to be able to do?
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	You need to be a person with a disability and over 18 years old 
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	You will need to be kind to travel trainees who may be nervous. 
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	You will need to be good at communicating with your travel trainee. 
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	You should be able to attend different meetings and training days
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	You should be willing to listen, learn and follow instructions
